Definition: A series is formed when the terms of a sequence are added together. For
example (i) 2,5,8,11,14, ...., is an infinite sequence, but 2+ 5+ 8 + 11 4+ 14 4 ... is an

infinite series.
A series can have an infinite or a finite number of terms.
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
