All University of Limerick undergraduate students who expect to graduate in Academic Year 2011-2012 and whose final year project focuses on women (their lives; issues pertaining to women; supports for women; etc) are encouraged to submit to this competition.

Competition stages:

Friday 10th February (Week 3): Project summary submission deadline

Wednesday 15th February (Week 4): Decision on poster submission distributed

Thursday 8th March (Week 7): Posters displayed at IWD Conference

Friday 23th March (Week 9): Decision on finalists distributed

Friday 25th May: Short papers due from finalists

Thursday 21th June: Decision on winner announced.

Project summary:

The project summary should give the title and a very brief outline of the project, describing how it focuses on women. Maximum  50 words (including title). Please also include your name, supervisor’s name and course of study.

Poster:

Students whose projects fulfil the competition’s requirement will be asked to display a poster at the IWD conference on 8th March. During assigned times, assessors will discuss the project with the student. Posters will be retained for short-listing purposes. Posters should be maximum A1 in size.

Short papers:

Short papers should not be more than 1,500 words and will discuss the project in more detail. Depending on the nature of the project, this will contain sections such as introduction, research/development methodology, description of the project and conclusion.

Final Year Project reports / demonstrations:

The selection committee may request to review the student’s Final Year Project report or

demonstration (if applicable) to support them in making their final decision.

Submit your project summary to ulwomensforum@ul.ie by Friday 10th February. This should be cced to your supervisor.

Prize:

The winner of this competition will receive a prize sponsored by the UL Women’s Forum through the Learning, Development & Equal Opportunities section of the University of Limerick Human Resources Division.
